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BRAKES

Emergency Brake oil FELTS:  Make your own from fabric/hobby store felt.

*
On LATER Brakes:  You can use Hold-down PINS/SPRINGS/CUPS front & back.  

*
KIP’s Hold-down SPRINGS are like the originals and 

take two cups with a 1 3/8” long PIN.  

Paul Reeder’s Hold-down SPRINGS are heavier and take only one (upper) Hold-down CUP.

EARLY vs. LATER BRAKES

Different shoes

Different front wheel cylinders

Different rear wheel cylinders

Different rear Adjusters

Front & rear brake shoes use Hold-down PINS/SPRINGS/CUPS

Different emergency brake rear lever assembly & rods

ELECTRICS

KIP’s REPRO Yellow Early Ignition Switch KNOB almost but not quite lines up with the grove & pinhole in a NEW 4-Post Ignition Switch. Custom file notch to fit.

Wiring harness goes down driver’s side under aluminum doorsill on its way to the rear.

HORNS:  Met Horns are UNIQUE to Metropolitans.  The angle of the brackets…  They fit by the radiator and grille very tightly.  They can be tested, contacts cleaned and/or repaired.

The Horn/turn-signal wires in steering column tube sometimes get rusted/corroded in.  Soak many times and work loose.

Battery:  A Group 24 12-Volt battery works as will a Group 27.  A Group 27 battery has more Cranking Amps.

Rhode Island Wiring Harness harnesses DO NOT come with all of the FEMALE connecters you need.  They need to be ordered separately.

TRANSMISSION

Speedometer CABLES are different from Early to later Metropolitans.

HEATER CONTROL VALVE

There may be differences in Early to later Met Heater Control Valves.  The early has NO return spring; the later MAY have a return spring.

EXHAUST

The Met has three exhaust system hangers:  Off the transmission, off the muffler, off the end of the tail pipe.

Shift Linkage arms must be moved to give clearance to pipes.

Weld manifold exhaust clamp together for one-handed installation.
